Ibuki mountain (1184m) is one of the 100 nicest mountains in Japan because of its fantastic flower garden on the
top and its great view on Biwako. You can enjoy the wonderful flower garden only in the summer season (early
July to late August). It is also a popular night hike during summer time.

The route is very simple; just follow the path leaving from the bus stop at Ibuki tozanguchi to the top. You will
cross first a hamlet where there is a paragliding club. Then, a bit further up, you will reach the ski resort (arrival
of the gondola). From there start the steepest part to the summit. The walking time is about 5 and half hours, and
the walking distance is 8.9km. The road is a little bit steep, so you better put on good hiking shoes, and there is
almost no shade on the mountain, so care of the sun!
